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An Investigation on nursing to a family with a schizophrenia patient
—The survey in the mental hospital in Fukuoka—

Abstract

Objective: This purpose of this study is to show the investigation on nursing to a schizophrenia patient’s
family and the problems about there. The question is as follows, 1. Question about Family Nursing
Technology (34 Items). 2. Comment over 34 Items (Three [tems), 3. Self-valuation of Family Nursing. 4.
Years of Experience of Psychiatry Nursing. 5. Age. 6. Sex.

Methods: A research period is in January. 2001-April. 2001.

The candidate of research is the nurse of a mental hospital (the number of beds: 200-300) who works by
an A within the prefecture. [ requested distribution and recovery of a questionnaire from the institution
representative.

Findings: Those nurses did not evaluate well nursing which he carried out to a patient’s family. Those
nurses admitted not carrying out assistance which cures a family’s uneasiness for a family with the patient
who was attacked with a disease first in schizophrenia. Furthermore. although they estimated the family
with the patient of an acute stage to have given sense of security, they assessed that explanation about the
portion which is easy to remain as explanation and the obstacle of medical treatment was not carried out
in a family. Moreover. they estimated that explanation of staying out and explanation of medicine were
carried out to the family with the patient of recovery stage or leaving hospital stage. Nurses do not
provide a family with the knowledge or information about a disease, and nurses do not perform the method
of coping of various problems with families and many experts.

Therefore, I have recognized that it is necessary to improve them.
